GOSLING CUP TRAINING NOW OPEN TO ALL MEMBERS 
I am pleased to advise you that the training evenings for the Gosling Cup are now OPEN TO ALL MEMBERS including those not eligible for Gosling (due to your age or height of your pony) and attached to this letter is a schedule dates/booking in form.  

The Trainings will be held on Monday evenings at Harlton from 6.30 pm to 8.30 pm or dusk which ever is the sooner.   Please do not arrive at Harlton before 6 pm, but be ready to ride at 6.30 pm.   When arriving look carefully to see which field you should park in as this will vary each week depending upon where the cattle are.

The training evenings will concentrate on cross country at heights of 2’6” to 3’6, dressage and team ride.    The Gosling Course is a 3’ course with learners for the up to height jumps.  We are hoping to send 3 teams this year to the Gosling Cup at Berwick Farm, Stanford Rivers on Sunday 22 August 2010.  
The Gosling Cup is believed to be the oldest One Day Event in the Country, this year will be the 64th and it is older than Burghley, and Badminton etc.  One of the things that makes the Gosling Cup so special is that it includes a Team Ride – a dressage test by all four team members together.  The Gosling Cup scoring is unique in that there is no drop score, all four scores count, even if you have three refusals cross country.  

For those of you not eligible for Gosling Cup our Eventing Manager, Lorna Gordon is hoping to send teams/individuals to the Calvert Cup, Bloom Cup, Area Eventing Novice, Intermediate and Open O.D.E’s. 

I will also be looking for members to take part in Hunter Trial Teams for the Wilkinson Sword 2’11” to 3’4”and the Gerry Webster Trophy 2’6” which are both to be held on 26 September at Isleham.
Please remember that these are TEAM EVENTS, you and your parent(s) will not be on your own, as the word TEAM means;
