Dress Code:

Shirt and pony club tie with either a pony club navy sweatshirt or a hacking jacket for rallies and training sessions. 

In cold, wet and windy weather, where please try to wear a dark anorak - preferably navy as our pony club colour - and zipped up. But a hacking jacket is always preferable. It looks smart, means the teacher can see your riding position, and provides protection if you should fall off.

For cross-country a body protector must be worn and a long sleeve sweatshirt.

For Test Days you must wear a shirt and pony club tie with a hacking jacket, cream jods and clean riding boots, gloves and if you have long hair a hair net.  Your horse or pony must be turned out to a high standard and plaited.
